Pamela M. Franceschi, MPA, has been deputy director of DFAS Columbus since 2009, when she   joined the ranks of the Senior Executive Service. During FY 2010, more than $319  billion was disbursed in the commercial pay arena.  

For the three years prior to becoming director of finance, Franceschi was the director of vendor pay services. She has more than 20 years of federal service in a diverse array of roles. Franceschi has been with DFAS since its establishment in 1991.
